GIVING TREE EVENT

The Giving Tree is a wonderful and easy way to inspire members of your parish to make
gifts to children in the Holy Land for Christmas.

To prepare for your Giving Tree event download the ornament pages from the website.
Each ornament has a front and back. The front of each designates a gift with its price.
There are twenty different ornaments. The backside of each ornament has the image of St.
Nicholas and the AFEDJ logo. Cut out both a front and back and paste them back-to-back
and punch a hole through the circle. Make a loop with pretty ribbons or yarn and the orna-
ment is ready to hang on the tree. Note that we have included a page of blank ornaments
for you to write your own message and designate your gift and price of your choosing.

On a Sunday, or another day nearest to St. Nicholas Day, December 6, place a bare branch
in a place of prominence in the church sanctuary or parish house. Hang all of the orna-
ments on the bare tree. Invite parishioners to take an ornament and consider making a
Christmas gift either in dollars or a check made out to the parish with a notation, AFEDJ.
Ask them to sign their name on the ornament. And, finally, make available envelops for
individuals to fill with their Giving Tree gift offering.

Set aside a time for an ingathering of ornaments at the time of your St. Nicholas pageant,
parish Christmas event, or Christmas Eve. Invite parishioners to re-hang their ornaments
on a live tree as they place their Giving Tree gift envelops in a offering bowl/plate near the
tree.
